Stefen Romero went 2-for-3 Monday night, ex-
tending his hit streak to 10 games, the longest by
an OSU player this season. He is 16-for-38 (.421)
with three home runs and eight RBI during it.

Santos Starts It Off Well

Adalberto Santos has batted leadoff for the Bea-
vers in eight of their last nine games. He has
reached base via a hit, walk or error in his first at
bat in all eight of those games.

Strong Staff

The OSU pitching staff has been strong of late,
posting a 2.54 ERA in 39 innings as the Beavers
have gone 3-1 over their last four games.
