Oregon State is 8-2 over its last 10 games en-
tering Tuesday night’s game against Oregon. As 
a team, the Beavers are batting .277 over that 
stretch with eight home runs and are averaging 
6.5 runs per game. Opponents are batting .228, 
averaging 3.3 and have seen OSU’s pitchers 
tally a 2.86 earned run average.

All He’s Doing Is Hitting

Senior Ryan Gorton has been hot as of late, 
to say the least. The catcher/designated hitter 
is on an eight-game hit streak where he is 13-
for-27 (.481) with six runs driven in and has re-
corded six walks and two doubles. His average 
has jumped from .267 to .368 during the streak.

Oregon State’s game Tuesday presents another 
opportunity for a win against a top 25 team as 
Oregon is ranked 10th by Baseball America. 
The Beavers are 4-6 against top 25 teams this 
season.
