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 Riley is the fi rst coach in OSU history to win more than one NCAA-sanctioned bowl 
game at OSU, capturing the 2003 Las Vegas Bowl, the 2004 Insight Bowl, the 2006 and 
2008 Sun Bowls, the 2007 Emerald Bowl and the 2013 Hawai’i Bowl titles. He also is the 
fi rst coach to lead the program to more than one winning conference season (5-3 in ’04, 
6-3 in ’06, 6-3 in ’07, 7-2 in ’08 and 6-3 in ’09 and 6-3 in ‘12) since 1969.   
 Under Riley, Oregon State has not been shy about playing challenging non-conference 
games. Since 2003, 10 of the 14 out of league road opponents have fi nished the season in 
the AP-top 25 (thru 2013 season). He’s also experienced success against top-25 teams 
winning 12 games, including three times against teams ranked No. 3 or higher.
 It’s di�  cult to select the best season Oregon State has had with Riley at the helm. The 
2006 team certainly is at the top of charts as it is the second club in OSU history to cap-
ture at least 10 victories. The Beavers won eight of their fi nal nine games, including defeat-

dia personality Jim Rome who made that 
statement following an interview during the 
2012 season.
 Coach Riley could very well be the best 
guy in college football, but he is also ranks 
among the top coaches in the game. He 
owns the most wins ever at Oregon State 
with 88, the team has been ranked in the 
Associated Press Top 25 28 weeks, has 
coached players who have earned 32 All-
American honors, and has had 32 NFL 
Draft picks (thru 2014 draft), including First 
Round selections Steven Jackson (2004) 
and Brandin Cooks (2014).
 The longest tenured coach in the Pac-12, 
in his 14th season in 2014, has a resume 
that sparkles with achievements. He was 
the 2008 American Football Coaches As-
sociation (AFCA), Pac-10 Conference and 

State of Oregon Coach of the Year, and his teams have appeared in the fi nal Associated 
Press top-25 rankings in three of the last seven seasons. In 2012 he was selected the AFCA 
Region Coach of the Year.

 
 The 61-year-old head coach has guided the Beavers to eight bowl games in the last 11 
years. The Beavers are 6-2 with Riley at the helm in bowl games after he started the rejuve-
nation of the program during his fi rst tenure in 1997 and ‘98 that subsequently made three 
postseason appearances. When he took control of the program in the winter of 1997, Oregon 
State was mired in a streak of 26 consecutive losing seasons. While his fi rst two teams did 
not post winning marks, the competitiveness of the program increased dramatically and the 
foundation was laid for teams that would play in bowl games in 11 of the next 15 years.
 Riley has 56 Pac-10/12 victories, which ranks tied for 11th in the conference record book 
with former Beaver assistant coach at Oregon head coach Rich Brooks. Legendary coach-
es Dick Tomey (Arizona). Pete Carroll (USC), Larry Smith (Arizona & USC), John Robinson 
(USC) and O.E. Hollingbery (WSU) are all within his reach for the 2014 season which would 
move him to just outside the top fi ve for all-time league wins.
 He has also led his team to outstanding success in the classroom, where over the last 
six years Beavers have been honored by the league for academic achievements 70 times.  
Riley’s pro style approach to how he manages the program has paid dividends to players 
who have gone on to successful professional careers. Eighteen former Beavers who were 
coached by Riley were in the NFL as of Dec. 15, 2013, including quarterbacks Matt Moore 
(Miami) and Derek Anderson (Carolina), running backs Steven Jackson (Atlanta) and Jac-
quizz Rodgers (Atlanta) and defensive back Brandon Browner (Seattle). Anderson, Jackson 
and Browner have each earned Pro Bowl honors.

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ing No. 3 USC and ending the Trojans’ 27-
game Pac-10 win streak. OSU also ended a 
lengthy Aloha Stadium win streak of Hawai’i 
and capped o�  the year with a thrilling vic-
tory over Missouri (39-38) in arguably the 
best Sun Bowl ever played. The fi nal sum-
mary of the season showed OSU fi nishing 
third in the Pac-10, just one game behind 
co-winners USC and California. OSU ended 
the year ranked No. 21 in the fi nal AP Poll.
 His 2012 team was picked to fi nish last 
in the Pac-12 North, yet went 6-3 in league 

and 9-4 overall. The team was ranked in the Associated Press Poll a school-record 12 con-
secutive weeks, including as high as No. 7. The Beavers opened the year with victories over 
No. 13 Wisconsin and No. 19 UCLA, and posted the third-best conference record behind a 
pair of BCS bowl teams. 
 In 2013 the Beavers won six straight games and defeated Boise State in the Sheraton 
Hawai’i Bowl to conclude the season. Wide Receiver Brandin Cooks became the second 
Beaver, the most in the Pac-12, to win the coveted Biletniko�  Award as the nation’s most 
outstanding receiver. Cooks broke the Pac-12 record for single season receptions (128) and 
yards (1,760). The season also featured record-breaking quarterback Sean Mannion set 
the league record for passing yards (4,662).
 The 2008 Beavers lost more starters than any other Pac-10 team, but Riley and his 
sta�  found replacements within the program to turn what was expected to be a rebuilding 
year into a 9-4 season and the program’s second-best ever mark in the Pac-10 Conference 
at 7-2 (tied for second). All of this while playing a schedule that was considered one of the 
toughest in the nation that included three BCS bowl teams (USC, Utah, Penn State). The 
keynote victory of the season was a 27-21 win over then-No. 1 USC in a nationally televised 
Thursday game. The season culminated with a 3-0 victory over No. 18 Pittsburgh in the Sun 
Bowl, a game OSU played without two of the team’s top three o� ensive weapons – Pac-10 
O� ensive MVP and All-America running back Jacquizz Rodgers and his brother receiver 
James Rodgers. The team ended the year No. 18 in the fi nal Associated Press Poll and No. 
19 in the USA Today.
 His 2007 team won seven of the fi nal eight games on the way to a 9-4 mark, just one 
game behind co-Pac-10 champions USC and Arizona State at 6-3 in the league. OSU won at 
No. 2 California when a Bear victory would have moved them to No. 1 and beat No. 18 Oregon 

in Eugene. The defensive unit fi nished fi rst in the nation against the run and accumulated 
the most yards lost via tackles than any other team in the Football Bowl Subdivision. The 
Beavers put the fi nishing touches to the season and a No. 25 fi nal ranking with a victory 
over Maryland in the Emerald Bowl.  

 Riley returned to the Beaver sideline for the second time in 2003 and led the team 
to the Las Vegas Bowl title over New Mexico. The team set numerous individual and team 
records, and led the Pac-10 for both o� ense and defense. He followed up the ’03 team’s 
success by signing the program’s best ever recruiting class, according to several scouting 
organizations.
 In 2004 the team accepted the challenge of playing both ’03 defending national cham-
pions, the eventual 2004 national champions and faced one of the most di!  cult schedules 
overall in the nation.  The team fought through early setbacks before defeating Oregon in 
the annual Civil War in then record fashion. The victory over the archrivals propelled OSU to 
a convincing 38-21 victory over Notre Dame in the Insight Bowl. The Beavers closed 2004 
winning six of their fi nal seven games and pushing Orange Bowl/National champion USC to 
the wire.
 In 2009, Riley and his sta�  had a monumental task of replacing nearly every starter on 
defense and a total of seven NFL draftees. The Beavers not only qualifi ed for a bowl game, 
but also for the second straight year played the season fi nale for the opportunity to receive 
the Rose Bowl berth. A league-high seven Beavers earned fi rst team All-Pac-10 honors and 
the team fi nished higher than the preseason predictions for the fourth consecutive year.
 While the 2010 team did not qualify for a bowl game, there were still plenty of highlights. 
The Beavers played the most di!  cult schedule in the nation competing against four teams 

that fi nished the year in the top seven of the national polls, 
and winning two games over top-25 clubs. OSU featured 
Stephen Paea (DT) earning Pac-10 Defensive Player of the 
Year and for the second time was named the recipient of the 
league’s Morris Trophy, awarded to the conference’s top de-
fensive lineman. Jacquizz Rodgers earned Pac-10 First Team 
for the third consecutive season and joined just two other for-
mer Pac-10 running backs (Napolean Kau� man and Charles 
White) as three-time honorees. Riley also led the “Beaver Na-
tion” charge to school records for average home attendance 
(45,509) and for season ticket sales (26,952).
 Riley left Oregon State after the 1998 season to pursue a 
unique opportunity to become the head coach of the National 
Football League’s San Diego Chargers. He spent four years in 
the NFL, returning to Oregon State after a one-year stint as 
an assistant with the New Orleans Saints. Riley was a popu-
lar choice when he was originally hired for the position in late 
December of 1996 and was equally as popular upon his hiring 
the second time.
 He calls Corvallis his hometown, although he was born in 
Wallace, Idaho. He grew up watching Beaver football, as his 
father Bud was an assistant coach for the program from 
1965-72 and again in 1979. Mike was a standout quarterback 
at Corvallis High School, leading the Spartans to the 1970 
state title.   
 Riley, who already had coaching in his blood at a young age, 
made the decision to continue playing the sport in college at 
the University of Alabama for legendary coach Paul “Bear” 
Bryant. He played cornerback from 1971-74, helping the Tide 
to four Southeastern Conference titles and the 1973 national 
championship.
 Riley immediately launched a successful coaching career 
following his graduation from Alabama. His fi rst stop was as 
a defensive graduate assistant coach for Mike White at the 
University of California in 1975. He helped the Bears to an 
8-3 record and a share of the Pacifi c-8 Conference title, the 
fi rst for the program since the Pac-8/10/12 Conference was 
formed in 1968.
 He continued his education and his coaching in 1976 at 
Whitworth College in Spokane, Wash. He fi nished his mas-

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ter’s degree in physical education in 1977 while working for the popular Pacifi c Northwest coach and future Canadian Football 
League legend Hugh Campbell.
 Riley’s fi rst full-time appointment came at NAIA powerhouse Linfi eld College in McMinnville, Ore.  From 1977-82 he served 
as the program’s defensive coordinator and secondary coach, as well as assistant athletic director. Riley assisted head coach 
Ad Rutschman’s Wildcats to a six-year record of 52-7-1, which included fi ve conference titles and the 1982 undefeated NAIA 
title team.
 An opportunity to coach in the professional ranks presented itself following the ’82 season, and Riley was on his way to 
the Canadian Football League’s Winnipeg Blue Bombers as the secondary coach.  During his three-years as an assistant, 
Winnipeg produced a 32-15-1 mark and won the 1984 Grey Cup title.
 Riley returned to the college level in 1986 as an assistant coach at the University of Northern Colorado, before being 
named the youngest coach in CFL history in 1987 with Winnipeg at 33-years of age. Riley guided the Bombers to two Grey Cup 
titles (1988, ’90) and was named the CFL’s Coach of the Year in those seasons. He was inducted into the club’s Hall of Fame 
June 13, 2007.
 In 1991 Riley took over the San Antonio Riders of the World Football League, spending two seasons before the league 
suspended its North American operations.  
 He returned to the college ranks in 1993 when then-USC head coach John Robinson o� ered him the position of o� en-
sive coordinator and quarterbacks coach – he later became assistant head coach. The Mesa (Ariz.) Tribune named him the 
league’s top assistant coach in 1993 after leading the Trojans’ o� ense to record setting numbers. Then USC quarterback Rob 
Johnson earned numerous Pac-10 and NCAA records, and would later become a fi rst-round draft pick.  
 Riley remained at USC through the 1997 season, help-
ing the Trojans to victories in the Rose, Cotton, and Freedom 
Bowls. USC won one outright league title, shared another and 
fi nished second one time.  
 In addition, Riley has been the head coach for three post-
season all-star games – the Hula Bowl, East-West Shrine 
Game and Blue-Gray All-Star Classic.  
 Mike and his wife Dee are the parents of one son, Mat-
thew, and one daughter, Kate. They also have a grandson, 
Elijah Jo. Matthew is an OSU graduate and is currently an em-
ployee at the University of Texas. Kate is a 2011 OSU graduate 
and also resides in Corvallis. Mike has two brothers; Edward 
Riley is a physician and Associate Professor at the Stanford 
University School of Medicine and Pete Riley is a scientist for 
the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife. 
 Mike Riley is under contract at OSU through 2021 – his 
contract rolls over one year for every time the team plays in a 
bowl game. 
 His success at all levels is well documented. Riley has 
earned the respect of players, coaches, media and fans.  He 
has been called the savior of Oregon State football and the 
future continues to look bright for the Orange and Black.

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 Mark Banker and the assistants have developed one of the top 
defenses in the nation, and it’s backed up by the statistics. Banker, 
in his 12th year as defensive coordinator, has had players earn 69 
Pac-10/12 honors during his tenure at Oregon State. The 2014 
season will mark the second year that he has served solely as the 
defensive coordinator.
 His 2013 team featured four Pac-12 all-conference players, 
including second team honorees defensive end Scott Crichton 
and cornerback Rashaad Reynolds – both participated in the NFL 
Combine. The Beavers closed out the season with a win over Boise 
State in the Sheraton Hawai’i Bowl upping Banker’s bowl record to 
6-2 while at OSU. 
 The 2012 season was Banker’s fi rst as concentrating solely 
as the defensive coordinator (prior years he also had a position 
group responsibilities), leading the Beavers to a dramatic im-
provement and an invitation to the Valero Alamo Bowl. The Bea-
vers fi nished third for overall defense in the Pac-12 Conference, 
including second for scoring defense, and were sixth in the nation 
for third-down percentage defense. Two Beavers earned Pac-12 
First Team honors, cornerback Jordan Poyer and Crichton. Poyer 
became the fi rst OSU consensus All-American in over 40 years. 
Cornerback Rashaad Reynolds and tackle Andrew Seumalo also 
garnered postseason honors by being selected Pac-12 Honorable 
Mention.
 Banker’s 2011 defense produced freshmen All-American de-
fensive ends Dylan Wynn and Crichton, as well as Pac-12 all-con-
ference cornerback Jordan Poyer. A total of 10 fi rst time starters 
played on the defense, making it one of the youngest units in the 
nation.
 Banker was named the Pac-10 Defensive Coordinator of the 
Week in 2010 for his team’s e� ort in allowing just 255 yards in a 
38-6 victory over No. 20 USC. Seven players on defense earned 
Pac-10 Conference postseason honors, including defensive tackle 
Stephen Paea collecting his second Morris Trophy honor, present-
ed annually to league’s top defensive lineman. Paea also earned 
All-America honors.
 Banker had only three starters return to his defense in 2009, 
yet he molded the team to make yet another run at the confer-
ence title fi nishing second. Paea was the recipient of the Pac-10’s 
Morris Trophy and linebacker Keaton Kristick joined Paea on the 
conference’s fi rst team. Three other linebackers earned honor-
able mention all-league.  
 In 2008, Banker’s defense ranked second in the Pac-10, allow-

ing 312.2 yards per game. There were many highlights to the season, including shutting down the vaunted USC 
o� ense in a 27-21 victory in then the No. 1 Trojans only loss of the year. The Beavers also shut out Pittsburgh in 
the Sun Bowl, marking the only postseason game where a team was held scoreless. The individual highlights 
were many including eight defenders earning All-Pac-10 honors. Defensive end Victor Butler, a Pac-10 First Team 
player, had a record breaking season for tackles-for-loss and was named the Sun Bowl MVP after making four 
sacks. Butler (Dallas), defensive end Slade Norris (Oakland), Keenan Lewis (Pittsburgh), Al Afalava (Chicago) and 
Brandon Hughes (San Diego) were all selected in the NFL Draft.
 In 2007, the defense was fi rst against the rush (70.6 yards), fourth for quarterback sacks (3.4 per game), 
sixth for tackles-for-loss (8.2) and eighth for total defense (306.2). Eleven players earned postseason honors 
and linebacker Joey LaRocque was drafted by the Chicago Bears. Following the season he and head coach Mike 
Riley, o� ensive coordinator Danny Langsdorf and o� ensive line coach Mike Cavanaugh served on the coaching

sta�  at the Hula Bowl.
 His 2006 team led the Pac-10 and fi nished third for quarter-
back sacks, was the conference leader for red-zone defense and 
led the nation for tackles-for-loss yardage (528). The team also 
produced four all-conference players, including fi rst team hon-
oree Sabby Piscitelli, one of the best safeties to ever play at OSU. 
Piscitelli went on to be drafted by the Tampa Bay Buccaneers.  
 In 2005 the team ranked fourth in the Pac-10 for total de-
fense, including leading the conference and fi nishing 17th for rush 
defense (108.0). Following the season linebacker Keith Ellison 
was drafted by the Bu� alo Bills.  
 His 2004 unit led the Pac-10 Conference for pass e!  ciency 
defense (100.9/8th in NCAA) and ranked second for passing 
yards allowed (196.0), total defense (313.3), third down conver-
sion defense (29.4%) and red zone defense (71.7%). This coming 
after the 2003 team posted similar numbers and rankings.
 Banker fi rst stepped onto the OSU campus in 1997 with Riley, 
and has spent 17 of the last 18 seasons with him. He spent two 
years at OSU as the secondary coach and recruiting coordinator.  
The ’97 Beavers ranked among the Pac-10’s best for interceptions 
with 16 and Banker helped the program fi nish sixth in the league 
for pass defense. Cornerback Basheer Elahee ranked tied for third 
in the league in ’97 for pass breakups (12) and safety Andrae Hol-
land led the league in ’98 in the breakup category with 22. Banker 
also had the opportunity to recruit and coach a young player by 
the name of Dennis Weathersby, who went on to become an All-
American cornerback.
 Banker began his coaching career in 1979 as a graduate as-
sistant for his alma mater, Springfi eld College in Massachusetts. 
He spent two years at Springfi eld, one as an o� ensive line coach 
and one as running backs coach, before embarking on a full-time 
career.
 His fi rst full-time opportunity came at Cal State-Northridge in 
1981. He remained with the Matador program until 1994, serving 
11 years as defensive coordinator. When he fi rst arrived at CSUN 
the program had just 11 scholarships; when he left the program 
sponsored 54.
 In 1995 he moved to the Football Bowl Subdivision (Div. 1) 
ranks at the University of Hawai’i as the outside linebackers and 
special teams coach. In 1996 he joined the University of Southern 
California sta� , joining o� ensive coordinator Mike Riley.  
 Following his fi rst tenure at Oregon State, Banker went with 
most of the coaching sta�  to San Diego to work for the Chargers. 
He was promoted to defensive coordinator in 2001 after serving 
two seasons as the cornerbacks coach. As the coordinator the 
Chargers ranked 11th in the league for total defense and fi rst for 
rush defense average.
 Banker earned three letters as a running back at Springfi eld, 
where he graduated with a bachelor’s degree in physical educa-
tion. He is a high school graduate of Plymouth-Carver in Massa-
chusetts, where he earned a total of 11 letters in football, hockey 
and baseball.  
 Mark and his wife Debbie have three children; Chris, Jayme 
and Kelsey.

 Bruce Read is in his third tenure as the special teams coor-
dinator at Oregon State, with 2014 marking his sixth consecutive 
year in Beaver gear. His previous tenures included the 1997-98 
and 2004-06 seasons. In addition to his college resume, Read 
has coached special teams in the NFL for three clubs, 2007-08 
with the Dallas Cowboys, 2002-03 with the New York Giants and 
1999-2001 with the San Diego Chargers. 
 Read is considered the best special teams coach in OSU his-
tory with numerous Beavers achieving outstanding accomplish-
ments and school records. A bulk of the special teams standouts 
return for 2014, including seniors Trevor Romaine (PK) and Keith 
Kostol (P), and sophomore returner Victor Bolden. The trio ranked 
among the top players in the conference in 2013 with Bolden set-
ting three school records.
 In 2012, Read coached Jordan Jenkins to Pac-12 First Team 
honors as a coverage player and Romaine to conference honor-
able mention acclaim. Romaine was one of the most accurate fi eld 
goal kickers in the nation leading the Pac-12 at nearly 89 percent 
and setting a school record by making 51 extra points.
 In 2011, senior James Rodgers became the school’s career 
leader for all-purpose yards with 6,377, including 2,385 via punt 
and kicko!  returns. Punter Johnny Hekker earned Pac-12 Honor-
able Mention honors. As a team the Beavers in ’11 fi nished second 
in the Pac-12, seventh in the NCAA and had the third-best punt 
return average in program history at 15.1 yards.
 OSU set a school record for kicko!  return average in 2010 at 
26.4 yards (4th in NCAA) and posted the third-best punt return 
mark at 14.8 yards (6th in NCAA). Sophomore Jordan Poyer ended 
the year with second-best punt return average in the Pac-10 Con-
ference at 27.8 yards per attempt.
 Suaesi Tuimaunei earned Pac-10 First Team honors in 2009 
for his play on coverage teams and kicker Justin Kahut was a sec-
ond team honoree. Kahut led the conference for scoring with 111 
points, and James Rodgers fi nished in the league’s top fi ve for 
punt and kicko!  returns.
 In 2006, Sammie Stroughter earned third team All-American 
honors in part for his punt return abilities and placekicker Alexis

Serna garnered Pac-10 Second Team. Stroughter set the school 
record with three punt returns for touchdowns and Serna, at the 
time, had a school record 106 consecutive made extra point at-
tempts – he eventually made 144 straight. 
 Read coached Pac-10 First Team selections punter Sam 
Paulescu and Serna in 2005. Serna was the  recipient of the Lou 
Groza Award, recognizing the nation’s premier kicker, and an As-
sociated Press Second Team All-American. Paulescu signed an 
NFL free agent contract and played for fi ve teams.
 Read spent the 2002 and 2003 seasons as the special teams 
coach for the Giants. During the ‘03 season the Giants improved in 
six of eight statistical special teams categories.  
 Read accompanied Riley to San Diego in 1999 to coach the 
Chargers’ special teams. San Diego led the NFL in 2001 with a 
kicko!  return average of 26.0 yards – 4.4 yards more than the NFL 
average for that season.

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 Chris Brasfi eld is in his fourth season as Oregon State’s running 
backs coach and in January of 2012 was selected as one of the 
top 50 recruiters in the country by 247Sports. 
 Brasfi eld welcomes back a talented group of running backs for 
this season, led by Pac-12 Honorable Mention selection Terron 
Ward with Storm Woods and Chris Brown. The trio gained 1,142 
yards in 2013 and closed out last season with impressive e! orts 
with Ward rushing for 145 yards against Oregon while Woods had 
a game-high 107 yards in the Beavers’ win over Boise State in the 
Sheraton Hawai’i Bowl.

All-Americans Andy Levitre (OT), Jeremy Perry (OG) and Isaac 
Seumalo (C).  Beaver o� ensive linemen have been stalwarts on 
Pac-12 postseason teams as well, earning 23 all-conference hon-
ors during the Cavanaugh era. 
 The play of the o� ensive line in 2013 enabled quarterback Sean 
Mannion to break the Pac-12 Conference record for single season 
passing yards and rank as the second-leading passer in the NCAA. 
All of that while allowing a sack only one time in every 25 pass at-
tempts. Center Isaac Seumalo and guard Grant Enger earned post-
season Pac-12 honors.
 Coach Cavs helped Oregon State make the biggest turnaround 
from 2011 to 2012 in the NCAA as the Beavers improved by six 
wins and played in the Valero Alamo Bowl. A nearly revamped of-
fensive line was among the best units for a season in Beaver his-
tory, with Seumalo earning Freshman All-America honors. Seumalo 
along with Enger were selected Pac-12 Honorable Mention by the 
league’s head coaches.
 The 2011 Beavers were riddled with injuries along the line, but 
center Grant Johnson earned Pac-12 Honorable Mention honors. 
His 2010 line was a roster of youthful players, with the exception of 
veteran center Alex Linnenkohl.  Linnenkohl earned Pac-10 Confer-
ence Second Team honors while leading the Beaver o� ense that 
featured all-league running back Jacquizz Rodgers. Linnenkohl 
started 38 consecutive games. Tackle Mike Remmers also gar-
nered postseason Pac-10 honors.
 In 2009 several injuries forced the o� ensive line to adapt while 
playing several young linemen. Gregg Peat, the veteran of the 
group, earned Pac-10 First Team, while Linnenkohl was an honor-
able mention selection and tackle Michael Philipp a freshman All-
American. With two walkons in the starting lineup protecting and 
blocking, quarterback Sean Canfi eld, running back Jacquizz Rod-
gers and receiver James Rodgers all earned fi rst team all-league 
acclaim. 
 In 2008 his line helped running back Jacquizz Rodgers become 
the fi rst freshman ever to earn Pac-10 Conference O� ensive MVP 

honors. Andy Levitre, a second round NFL Draft selection of Bu� alo, and guard Adam Speer earned all-league 
honors to go along with Rodgers. His line was one of the best in the nation at protecting the quarterback, allowing 
an average of one sack per every 21 pass attempts.  
 In 2007 his group assisted Beaver running back Yvenson Bernard fi nish his career sixth in the Pac-10 Confer-
ence for career yards with 3,862, second all-time at OSU. Guard Roy Schuening earned fi rst team all-league hon-
ors while Levitre earned second team and DeVan honorable mention.

Cavanaugh’s ’06 group was so highly regarded by the Beaver coaching sta�  and players that head 
coach Mike Riley elected to run a “blast” play for a two-point conversion with 23 seconds remaining in the Sun

 In 2005 three of “Cavs” o� ensive linemen earned postseason 
honors, including Perry as the Pac-10 Co-Freshman of the Year 
and College Football News Freshman All-America. Running behind 
the likes of Perry, Bernard was the nation’s ninth-best running 
back in terms of yards per game (120.1).
 Cavanaugh, a 1986 graduate of Southern Connecticut Univer-
sity, spent six seasons at the University of Hawai’i as the o� ensive 
line coach. He coached fi ve NFL draft selections during his Warrior 
tenure.
 He helped Hawai’i fi nish in the top 17 for total o� ense in each 
of his last four seasons, including second in 2002 at 495.6 yards 
per game.

First-
year cornerback Steven Nelson (6 Ints), a junior college transfer, 
earned membership on the league’s honorable mention team. The 
Beavers fi nished sixth in the country for interceptions with 19, with 
the secondary collecting 18 of the total.
 In 2012, cornerback Jordan Poyer earned consensus All-Ameri-
ca honors and Reynolds was on the Pac-12 Conference Honorable 
Mention team. Beaver defenders intercepted 20 passes, tied for 
seventh in the nation. 
 Perry’s credentials are impressive, including playing (Rams) or 
coaching (Colts & Panthers) in three Super Bowls. Perry coached 
in Super Bowl XXXVIII for the Carolina Panthers following the 2003 
season vs. the New England Patriots.

The award is presented to 
the Pac-12 Conference’s top defensive lineman as voted on by the 
league’s o� ensive linemen. Paea also was a consensus All-Ameri-
ca selection and was invited to play in the Senior Bowl. In addition, 
end Gabe Miller was selected to the Conference’s honorable men-
tion team. Both Paea and Miller were members of the 2011 NFL 
Draft; Paea in the second round to Chicago and Miller in the fi fth 
round to Kansas City.
 Paea burst onto the college football map in 2009 as a junior, 
earning Pac-10 First Team honors as well as being the recipient 
of the league’s Morris Trophy. Led by Paea, the Beavers rushing 
defense ranked among the top 25 in the country. His defensive 
line helped OSU play in its fourth consecutive bowl game.
 In 2008, his Beaver defense was the only unit in the NCAA to 
hold an opponent (Pittsburgh) scoreless in a bowl game (Sun). 
The defense ranked second overall in the Pac-10 for fewest yards 
allowed per contest (312.0) and quarterback sacks (39), and fi fth 
for yards lost (456) via tackles-for-loss. His 2008 team also fea-
tured two of the best defensive ends in the history of the program, 
Victor Butler and Slade Norris. Butler earned the Sun Bowl’s MVP 
honor after making fi ve tackles-for-loss, including four quar-
terback sacks. Butler’s 21.5 tackles-for-loss overall in ’08 set a 
school record and he matched the Beaver mark for sacks (12) and 
forced fumbles (4) for a season. Three of his defenders earned 

Pac-10 honors, with Butler (Dallas) and Norris (Oakland) being selected in the fourth round of the NFL Draft.
 In 2007, the Beavers led the nation against the run (70.6), were fourth for quarterback sacks (3.4 per game), 
sixth for tackles-for-loss (8.2 pg) and eighth for total defense overall (306.2 yds p/g). The team accounted for 
more yards (537) lost via tackles-for-loss than any other team. Of the 13 teams the Beavers faced in 2007, 12 
gained under their season average for rushing yards. All four of his starters on the Beaver defensive line earned 
Pac-10 postseason honors.
 Seumalo’s fi rst year with the program was very successful as he was part of a defensive unit that ranked fi rst 
in the Pac-10  for quarterback sacks and led the nation for tackles-for-loss yardage (528).  Linemen Ben Sieg-

ert and Je�  Van Orsow both earned Pac-10 postseason recogni-
tion after the two made among the biggest plays in OSU history. 
Siegert blocked a school record two kicks in the win over Oregon, 
including the Ducks’ game-winning fi eld goal attempt. Van Orsow 
defl ected John David Booty’s two-point conversion attempt to 
preserve a 33-31 win over USC, ending the Trojans’ 27-game con-
ference win streak. 
 Seumalo arrived at Oregon State after one year as the defen-
sive line coach at San Jose State University. Prior to his stint in the 
Bay Area, he spent four years as the defensive line coach at Cal 
Poly University in San Luis, Obispo.
 At Cal Poly, he was part of a coaching sta�  that molded one 
of the top Division I-AA defenses. In 2004, the nationally-ranked 
Mustangs were third in the country for rushing defense and ninth 
in scoring defense yielding just 16.6 points per game. One of his 
linemen, All-American Chris Gocong, led all I-AA players in quar-
terback sacks with 17.5 and was second in tackles-for-loss at 21.5. 
Gocong went on to fi nish second in the 2004 Buck Buchanan 
Award voting for the top defensive player in the Football Champi-
onship Subdivision classifi cation. 
 The 2003 Cal Poly defense was 24th nationally in rushing de-
fense yielding 121.1 yards per game and was among the best pass 
rushing teams with 40 quarterback sacks.

 Jay Locey is in his ninth year at Oregon 
State and in January of 2013 took on a new 
role for the program, serving as the chief of 
sta! .
 In his new position, Locey coordinates 
critical o!  the fi eld administrative projects 
and assignments for one of the most suc-
cessful Pac-12 football programs this cen-
tury. His responsibilities include career/
job placement for football student-ath-
letes working closely with the OSU Direc-
tor of Leadership Development that in-
cludes professional workshops (resumes, 
networking, career fairs), prescreening of 
opponents, Varsity OSU football alumni 
engagement, fundraising, leadership de-
velopment, coordination of high school 
clinics and camps, team building activities, 
community relations and assisting incom-
ing student-athletes in conjunction with 
the BEST (Bridge Encouraging Successful 
Transition) Program.
 In May of 2013 he was presented the 
Virtue First Foundation’s (Character De-
velopment Programs)  Coach of the Year 
award for his commitment  to rebuild the 
character of America’s youth.
 Prior to accepting his new role, Lo-
cey served as the Assistant Head Coach, 
working with the tight ends for four years. 
He has also coached the wide receivers for 
three seasons. 
 He came to OSU after a tremendously 
successful career at Linfi eld College in 
nearby McMinnville. Locey brought to the 
Beavers many of the aspects that made 
him one of the most successful coaches in 

small college football.
 The 2012 season proved to be historically one of the best turnarounds in college foot-
ball as the Beavers posted a 9-4 record (3-9 previous season) and played in the Valero Al-
amo Bowl. The tight ends/H backs played a crucial role in helping the team achieve many 
goals, led by Connor Hamlett’s 32 receptions (4th for the season at OSU). Colby Prince 
also had a banner year and was selected to the District’s Academic All-America team.
 In 2011, Locey coached tight end Joe Halahuni to one of the best years in OSU his-
tory for the position. Halahuni fi nished his career with 13 touchdowns receiving, the ninth-
most in school history. The senior caught 31 passes and for his career had 97 receptions.
 His 2010 wide receiver corps had to overcome the loss of All-America receiver James 
Rodgers due to injury early in the season. With the loss of the veteran receiver, Locey de-
veloped a young group that has excelled. Then sophomore Markus Wheaton led the team 
in receptions that season with 54.
 In 2009, Rodgers earned Pac-10 fi rst team honors after setting a then school record 
with 91 receptions. He led the Pac-10 and ranked 13th in the nation for receptions per 
game (7.0). The junior also ranked second in the league for receiving yards per game 
(79.5), and was the league-leader and seventh in the nation for all-purpose yards (179.1). 
 Locey’s receivers in 2008 had a banner year that culminated with a Pac-10 First Team 
selection in Sammie Stroughter, who was later invited to the East-West Shrine Game and 
was drafted in the seventh round by the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. His other two starters, 
James Rodgers and Shane Morales, also earned Pac-10 honors. That trio of receivers all 
ranked in the top-10 of the Conference in receptions per game, with Stroughter leading 
the league with 80 yards receiving per outing.  
 Locey spent the fi rst two seasons at OSU working with the tight ends. In 2006 he 
coached senior Joe Newton, who earned postseason all-conference honors and com-
peted in the Senior Bowl. Newton fi nished his career with the most touchdowns (15) ever 
for a Beaver tight end.

 Locey is one of the most successful coaches in the history of small college football. 
The fi ve-time Northwest Conference Coach of the Year led the Wildcats to the 2004 
NCAA Division III title and in 10 years as the head coach, guided the program to a record of 
84-18, including a streak of 41 consecutive wins.  
 During his tenure as head coach, Locey coached 16 All-Americans, led Linfi eld to its 
longest Northwest Conference unbeaten streak (23 games), and continued with the pro-
gram’s NCAA record consecutive winning seasons streak which stood at 50 at the end of 
2005.
 Locey was associated with Linfi eld for 23 years and experienced three national titles 
and 13 conference championships. In 2005 he was named one of the state’s top 25 most 
infl uential sports people by The Oregonian and was selected the Division III Strength and 
Conditioning Coach of the Year.  
 Locey began his Linfi eld career in 1983 when he accepted the position of defensive 
coordinator, replacing current Oregon State head coach Mike Riley, who moved on to the 
Canadian Football League.  
 The 57-year-old native of Corvallis served as an assistant under a number of North-
west coaching legends, including Ad Rutschman, Bud Riley, Dee Andros, Tom Smythe and 
Chuck Solberg. His grandfather, Percy Locey, was a college football coach at the Univer-
sity of Denver and the athletic director at Oregon State (1937-47).
 In addition to his coaching duties at Linfi eld, Locey was a full professor in the College 
of Health and Human Performance. He was an instructor for anatomical kinesiology and 
the principles of neuromuscular conditioning.
 As a sophomore at Corvallis High School in 1970, he had the opportunity to play on the 
varsity football team that went undefeated and won the state championship. A reserve 
linebacker, he played special teams while learning under a special group of seniors that 
included Mike Riley, Gary Beck (OSU’s FB Coordinator of Support Services), Don Reyn-
olds, Jerry Hackenbruck and Kerry Eggers.
 Locey earned a football scholarship to Oregon State. After starting just one game as a 
sophomore, he went on to receive Pacifi c-8 Conference First Team honors as a defensive 
back in 1976 and second team in 1975. Twice he was singled out as OSU’s top student-
athlete and received the outstanding senior award his fi nal year. After an attempt at play-
ing professional football in Canada, Locey returned to Oregon and embarked on a career 
in coaching. He served as a graduate assistant for one season at OSU before being hired 
by Smythe as a secondary coach at Lakeridge High School in Lake Oswego, Ore.
 After four successful years at Lakeridge, Locey returned to his alma mater to coach 
with Beck while completing his master’s degree at the University of Oregon (1983). Lo-
cey honed his coaching skills under Rutschman, and was a part of two NAIA national title 
teams in 1984 and 1986 before leading the Wildcats to the 2004 NCAA crown.
 His family includes wife, Susan, and daughters Danika, Braelyn and Rachelle.
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 Gary Beck is in his ninth year on the sta�  
at Oregon State and his seventh as Coordi-
nator of Support Services. His role with the 
Beaver sta�  includes on-campus recruit-
ing, serving as a liaison with the medical 
and strength conditioning sta� , and NFL 
scouts. He also assists in the preparation 
of camps, with initial recruit evaluation, 
roster development and assists incoming 
freshmen with OSU’s Summer BEST Pro-
gram.  
 Beck spent the 2006 and 2007 seasons 
as a graduate assistant, working with the 
running backs.  He helped coach one of 
the Beavers’ all-time great backs Yvenson 
Bernard, who fi nished his career sixth (at 
the time) in the Pac-10 for all-time rushing 
yards with 3,682.
  Beck is among the most honored coach-
es in the history of high school football 
in the state of Oregon.  During his prep 
football coaching career, Beck led Corval-
lis High School to a pair of state AAA titles 
(1979, ’83) and to a state runner-up fi nish 
(1986). Corvallis won the Valley League 
title fi ve times.
 His postseason honors include being 
named the Valley League Coach of the 
Year fi ve times and earning the Oregon 
AAA Coach of the Year three times. He was 
a head coach in the annual summer Shrine 
All-Star Game three times.
 Beck also served as the head baseball 

coach at Corvallis for three seasons and the head boys golf coach for 10 years. He started 
his coaching career in 1976 as the junior varsity baseball coach at Oregon State. Beck 
also served as an assistant football coach, freshman boys basketball coach and assistant 
baseball coach.
 He came to Oregon State most recently in 2006 from Redmond High School in Cen-
tral Oregon after two years as the defensive coordinator. During his entire high school 
coaching career he served as a physical education teacher.  
 Beck was a standout athlete at Corvallis High School during the same time frame 
as head coach Mike Riley. He played free safety and backup quarterback (behind Riley), 
helping the team to the 1970 state title. He also was a shortstop in baseball and a guard 
in basketball, assisting the team to the state title in ’70.
 Beck earned his bachelor’s degree in physical education from OSU in 1976 and a mas-
ter’s in education from OSU in 1982. He was a four-year letterman in baseball for the Bea-
vers and lettered on the varsity football team in 1972 as a free safety – his position coach 
was Riley’s father, Bud.
 Beck and his wife Vicki have two daughters, LeAnne and Michelle.
